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Rollable Chessboard

 A new and revolutionary chessboard has been invented and patented. 

On March 6, 2001 United States Patent number 6,196,546 was issued to Andrew Iglesias for a chess game apparatus.

The ChessPak provides a chess board in an unrolled condition and an octagonal storage device for chess pieces in a rolled up condition. A set of thirty-two chess pieces can be stored individually in the thirty-two interior storage compartments, and the exterior surface provides a sixty-four square chess board when the apparatus is in an unrolled condition.

Unique Features 

The ChessPak has the following combination of features: (1) facilitates transportation of both the chess board and the chess pieces together; (2) has a storage area for storing chess pieces individually, which prevents them from bumping up against one another during transport; and (3) has an overall cylindrical shape when in a storage mode.

Target Audience

The core of prospective customers for the ChessPak includes chess organizations (clubs, FIDE, USCF), casual players, collectors, niche shops (hobby, novelty, unique), and game makers. The convenience of this item will also appeal to educational institutions, creating a large secondary market.

Design Advantages

The first of its kind, the ChessPak will advance the world of Chess through its unique design characteristics and unprecedented utility features.

· It allows the game pieces to be completely secure during transport.

· Individual storage compartments can accept multi-size/multi-styled pieces.

· The pieces remain with the board.

· The rollable design requires less storage space than a standard chessboard.

· It is very portable, and is much easier to carry than a standard chessboard.

· It should be inexpensive to produce, making it an impulse purchase.

· It (the game of chess) is already well known throughout the world.

· It's not a seasonal product.

· Types of board surface materials include plastic, wood, metal, stone, glass, leather, etc.
